Just as John 10:10 encourages embracing life abundantly, geography encourages students to embrace the breadth and depth of human experience and the natural world, enabling them to live life to the fullest.

How we do this

Our Key Concepts
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Curriculum Design: 
Our curriculum is designed to cover the statutory requirements set out in the National Curriculum for Geography while also including opportunities to enrich and enhance it with local and global contexts to make learning meaningful and relevant for our pupils. The curriculum is sequenced to build on prior knowledge and skills, ensuring progression and continuity throughout the school.  There are three learning blocks over the year for children to experience in KS1 & KS2, led by an over-arching enquiry question. 

Knowledge and Skills: 
We teach a broad range of geographical knowledge and skills, including map reading, data analysis, fieldwork, and the understanding of physical and human processes. We make connections between different geographical concepts and encourage students to apply their learning to real-world situations.

Enrichment Activities: 
We provide enrichment activities such as field trips, workshops, and guest speakers to enhance the students' geographical experiences. These hands-on experiences enable students to apply their knowledge and skills in real-world contexts, fostering a deeper understanding of the subject.

ICT and Technology:
We use a range of ICT resources, such as interactive maps, Geographical Information Systems (GIS), and online tools, to support and enhance students' learning experiences in Geography. This not only develops their digital literacy, but also enables them to explore geographical concepts using up-to-date technologies.

Global Perspective: 
We actively promote a global perspective in Geography by exploring different cultures, places, and perspectives. We encourage students to investigate global issues, such as climate change, migration, and sustainable development, fostering their understanding of interconnectedness and global citizenship.  We celebrate the diversity of cultures, societies, and environments in both the United Kingdom and the wider world. Through the study of different regions and cultures, we foster an understanding and appreciation for the similarities and differences between people and places.




Outcomes
Our curriculum ensures that students at Eye CE Primary School experience a high-quality geography education that has a lasting impact on their knowledge, skills, and personal development.

Attainment and Progress: 
The implementation of our curriculum, focused on building vocabulary, knowledge and skills progressively, ensures that students make good progress in Geography. This is evidenced by the increasing complexity and sophistication of their work over time, as well as their ability to apply their geographical knowledge in a range of contexts.  We also conduct ‘quiz’ style assessments using the Carousel platform, which we have specifically aligned to our curriculum so that we can directly measure the impact. 

Engagement and enjoyment: 
Our approach to teaching Geography is designed to engage and excite students. Through active learning methods and real-life examples, students find the subject enjoyable, fostering a love for Geography that extends beyond their time at Eye CE Primary School.  The work of our Social Action Group allows children to participate in local affairs, such as new housing developments and local traffic issues. Here, are children are able to liaise with counsellors and officials to ensure that their voice is heard. 

Critical Thinking and Problem Solving: 
Our emphasis on developing key geographical skills, such as data analysis, interpretation, and problem solving, equips students with the tools to think critically about geographical issues. They are able to analyse different perspectives, synthesize information, and propose innovative solutions to real-world problems.

Cultural Understanding and Global Citizenship: 
Through our curriculum and teaching, we foster an appreciation for different cultures, places, and perspectives. Students develop a sense of empathy, respect, and tolerance for others, becoming active global citizens who understand the world's interconnectedness and the importance of sustainable development.

Preparation for Future Education and Careers: 
Our Geography curriculum and teaching methodologies ensure that students are well prepared for KS3. The knowledge, skills, and global perspective they acquire provide a strong foundation for studying Geography at secondary school and a range of future career pathways related to the environment, international relations, urban planning, and more.  

Alignment with our vision and values/ developing spirituality
Geography aligns closely with our vision of "living life in all its fullness" (John 10:10) by fostering a deep understanding of the world, encouraging curiosity, and promoting respect for God’s creation. Through Geography, pupils are invited to explore the beauty and diversity of the natural world, cultivating a sense of wonder and gratitude. This exploration nurtures their spiritual development, as they reflect on their place within the world and their responsibility to care for it.
In learning about different cultures, environments, and global challenges, pupils are encouraged to develop empathy, compassion, and a broader perspective on life. 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Key concepts

Nine key concepts of geography repeat throughout the curriculum. (In brackets, you will see other important related concepts.) These provide lenses through
which to consider the different aspects of geography:

boundaries (continents, localities, nations)

cartography (atlases, directions, distance, Equator, latitude, longitude, North/South Pole, maps, scale, symbols)
change (adaptation, sustainability)

climate (climate change, climate zones, pollution, weather)

interdependence (economy, trade)

movement (migration, navigation, transport)

physical geography (biomes, bodies of water, tectonics, topography)

resources (energy, food supply, infrastructure)

settlements (population, rural areas, urban areas)
