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About a pupil:
Concerns are to be logged via the MyConcern system, please also pass on your concern verbally to a member of the Safeguarding Team. This can normally 
wait until your next available break, however, if it is urgent ensure you arrange cover so you can speak to someone straight away so it can be dealt with and other professionals contacted in a timely manner.   Big or small please log it and pass it on, you do not have to have evidence, just a reason to be concerned that a child may have suffered or are at risk of suffering harm. 
About a colleague or volunteer:
If you are concerned about the actions or attitudes of a member of staff, coach, supply staff, governor, volunteer, trainee or visitor at school it is your duty 
to inform the Head teacher.  If you are concerned about the Head’s actions or attitudes, please inform the Chair of Governors.
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
